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 He will then speak to your heart and begin to reveal the word and build you up 
on your most holy faith….THEN, you will rise up in your inner most being and 
revelation knowledge will abound...Hallelujah!!  Job 22:28. 

Take the time to study the word and set yourself apart so that God can share 
with you the treasures and riches which He cannot reveal to those in a hurry and 
have no daily time to seek God.    

I t  is  t ime wel l  spent .   I t  is  not  wasted.   For  you are rece iv ing manna f rom 
heaven because you took t ime and in terest  in  rece iv ing f rom God.     

Revelat ion of  the word comes.   Mark 4:24.   I t  is  meat ,  rhema, t ru th for  
r ighteousness sake and is  for  the here and now. ( I I  Cor .  6 :2) .  

DECLARE IT ! !   DECLARE ONLY what  God says and speaks.  

Don’ t  be d iscouraged by c i rcumstances.  

Stand on the t ruth o f  God’s  word and His  pr inc ip les.  

He is  Jehovah Shammah,  the ever  present  one wi th  us,  work ing mirac les.  

He is  changing us f rom g lory to  g lory.   I I  Cor .  3:18 

God’s  mani festat ion here on ear th wi l l  be revealed through you  and His  
g lory wi l l  be a l l  consuming AS  YOU  take t ime to dwel l  in  His  presence.   
Eph.  3:19 Ampl .  
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As born-again children of god, we are His heirs.  
We share in the inheritance of Jesus Christ. 
Rom. 8:16-17.  It is sad to say however that 
most Christians do not know how to re-
ceive or partake of the blessings Father 
God has provided to us through Jesus 
Christ our Lord.  You however can begin 
to receive as you act upon  the following 
revelation given by the Holy Spirit. 

As we enter into the throne room of the 
most high God, we enter into His pres-
ence.  And as we take time to sit at the 
Masters feet, He will surely feed us and 
teach us His word.   

 “For in Him dwelleth all the FULLNESS of 
the Godhead bodily” Col. 2:9.    

 “Of His FULLNESS have all we received, 
and grace for grace [grace, spiritual bless-
ings, favor, gifts]. John 1:16 

“To know the LOVE of Christ, which pas-
seth knowledge, that YOU might be filled 
with all the fullness of God.” Eph 3:19  

And “ye are COMPLETE (lacking nothing) 
in Him, who is the head of all principality 
and power”.  Col. 2:10   

We can see from these scriptures that 
truly God has held back nothing but has 
given us all things through  Christ that we  
may obtain mercy and find grace to help in 
time of need.”  Heb. 4:16.   “having there-
fore brethren boldness to enter the holiest 
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by the blood of Jesus. Heb. 10:19  

“that their hearts may be encouraged, being 
knit together in love, and attaining to all 
riches of the full assurance of understanding, 
to the knowledge of the mystery of God, both 
of the Father and of Christ, in whom are 
hidden all the treasures of wisdom and 
knowledge.”  Col. 2:2-3    

As babes in Christ (Heb. 5:13), God’s strong 
desire is that you grow up and come into HIS 
FULLNESS and understand in His fullness: 

 - Who HE (God) is and 

 - What HE did (has done) in 
 Christ for your redemption 

You have been delivered (redeemed) from all 
the powers of darkness and have been trans-
lated into the kingdom of God, to receive all 
that He has to give. Col. 1:13   

So, we must prepare ourselves to receive 
and understand, in the light of the word: 

 - Who YOU are (In Christ) first 

 - and then what your rights and 
  privileges are in Christ 

and grab hold of them and DECLARE them! 
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What about My Circumstances? 

You can rise up out of your circumstances by 
(through) the word.  God’s word is the truth. 

Don’t allow your circumstances to dictate 
where you are and who you are.  II Cor. 
4:18. 

As you walk in the word and begin to declare 
the word, circumstances can no longer hold 
you back and keep you in bondage. 

 You are redeemed (free) from the curse 
of the law. Gal. 3:13 

 You have been redeemed through the 
blood of Jesus. Col. 1:14 

 We are joint heirs with Jesus. Rom. 8:17 

 We are, in the eyes of God, esteemed 
high above all men because we are His 
chosen generation and a royal priest-
hood.       I Peter 2:9 that ….. 

HOW DO WE RECEIVE HIS FULLNESS? 

This greater knowledge of Who He is and 
What rights and privileges you have in Him is 
ONLY revealed when you spend time in His 
presence.  As you begin to meditate in and 
study the word (Joshua 1:8), and allow the 
word to be digested (assimilated) fully in you, 
it will be revealed in you and it becomes a 
part of you.  (like substances mix.  You are 
spirit and God’s word is spirit). 

Many people take this lightly and 
glance at it and say yes, I know, but 
don’t digest it in its fullness (so no 
rhema, utterance).  BUT as you allow 
the word to be digested fully in you, you 
will receive rhema (utterance).  You will 
assimilate it and it becomes you (like 
your flesh) and you will declare it from 
within you (from your heart). 

You will grab hold of it as you under-
stand it.  God desires to teach you and 
unfold the mysteries (keys) to you of 
the Kingdom of God and revelation will 
come forth.  Luke 8:10; I Cor. 13:2; 
Matt. 16:17.  We receive our inheritance 
in the light.  Col. 1:12. 

YES, God can only work through men 
and women that SERVE HIM AND 
KNOW HIM. 

Jesus paid the price and shed His blood 
for your redemption BUT YOU must 
come into the fullness of the word and 
declare it!
