James 1:12-14—(ampl) Blessed is the 
man who is patient under trial and 
stands up under temptation, for when 
he has stood the test and been ap-
proved, he will receive the crown of 
life which God has promised to those 
who love Him.  Let no one say when 
he is tempted, I am tempted from God, 
for God is incapable of being tempted 
by what is evil and He Himself tempts 
no one.  But every person is tempted 
when he is drawn away, ENTICED 
AND BAITED BY HIS OWN EVIL 
DESIRE (lust, passion, 5 senses). 

God has spoken to us many times and 
He has said “He that hath an ear let 
him hear”  Do you recall reading in 
the Word, in the book of Genesis that 
God said , “on the first day I created —
WHAT?”  On the second day, I cre-
ated—WHAT?.  On the third day I 
created ...WHAT?.  On the fourth day, 
fifth day, sixth day and seventh day?  
I ask you, do you remember on which 
day God said what?  Which chapter 
and which book I asked the question?  
Where did the creeping things come 
from? 

Know this.  You must KNOW God’s 
word AND you must BELIEVE God’s 
Word.

YOU HEAR MY WORD...YOU MUST CON-
CEIVE BY THE SPIRIT AND NOT BY YOUR 
FLESHLY LUSTS.
