Salvation.....!
What is it?
How do we get it?

“Soteria” is the Greek word for salvation.
It literally means a rescue or safety: deliver,
health, redemption. In God’s great salva-
tion, Jesus Christ came and rescued us,
saved us from poverty, sickness and spiri-
tual death. As with all covenants,
(agreements), there are blessings to be at-
tained by adhering to all the covenant re-
quirements and there are penalties to be paid
when and if the covenant requirements are
broken. The first man Adam, did not
abide by the requirement for living in fel-
lowship with God and he lost the blessings
of God for all mankind. God, being the
loving Father He is, not desiring that any of
His children should perish, gave the law
through Moses, that His people would have
an atonement (covering) until the seed
(messiah, deliverer) should come. But
someone had to pay the penalty for the sin
committed by shedding their blood (i.e. dy-
ing) to redeem us from the curse of the bro-
ken law. Jesus Christ came for that purpose.
Salvation cannot be earned through
works! It is a gift, a free gift, from God.
Most of us have thought that it was giving
up something, or surrendering and confess-
ing our sins. Itis not! It is not what you do,
it is what HE did. God loves you so much
that He was willing to pay your debt by giv-
ing His only son’s life in exchange for yours
(John 3:16). He gave His only son as your
substitute, as your Savior. Therefore re-
demption is received only by receiving Jesus

Christ as your Savior and confessing Him as
your Lord.

REDEEMED FROM THE CURSE

Redeemed from Spiritual Death
Because of Adam’s original sin, “All
(mankind) have sinned and fallen short
of the glory of God...Romans 3:23 and
consequently, “the wages of sin is
death...BUT the gift of God is eternal
life...Romans 6:23. You choose, “life or
death” Duet. 30:19. Isn’t that wonderful?
You see God is “...not willing that any
should perish but that all should come to
repentance...ll Peter 3:9. He said in John
3:16 that “..whosoever believeth in him
should NOT perish, but have everlasting
life”.

How do we receive His eternal life?

John 1:12 says that as many as received
Him, to them gave He the right to become
children of God, even to them that believe
on His name.”

But if
we walk in the light, as he is in the light,
we have fellowship one with another, and
the blood of Jesus Christ his Son cleanses
us from all sin...I John 1:7.

Redeemed From Sickness
Proverbs 107:20 “He sent his Word and
healed us and delivered us from our de-
structions.

Surely He has borne our griefs
(sicknesses, weaknesses, and distresses)
and carried our sorrows and pains [of
punishments], yet we [ignorantly] consid-
ered Him stricken, smitten, and afflicted by
God.
